There is no requirement in thecome Tax Actor a registered charity to issue an official doma
receipt or that it issue a receipt within a certammeframe. The Canada Revenue Agency (CRA)
suggests that registered charities issue receypeebruary 28 of the calendar year that follows the
year of the donation. This allows individual taxpeg/to claim their donations on their annual
income tax returns.
